Not unlike the original paradise in Genesis 1 in some ways 

The river of life, 22:1, 2a, cf. Gen 2:10 

Ancient cities were always built on or near a river 

It is a pollution-free river 

Rivers sustained life and gave refreshment, satisfied thirst 

It provides everlasting enjoyment 

The tree of life, 22:2b 

Genesis 2:9, 3:22-24 

Twelve fruit every month to sustain eternal life 

We’ll know the passing of time in some sense 

Apparently these trees will produce eatable fruit. 

The leaves “promote the health” of the nations 

The ultimate removal of the curse, 22:3a, cf. Gen 3 

The presence of the throne, 22:3b 

The eternal service of his slaves, 22:3c 

His slaves will see his face, 22:4 

His slaves will never see night again, 22:5a 

His slaves will reign forever and ever over a perfect earth as 
image bearers, 22:5b
