God, his Creator. He derived this capacity from God who created 

him, placed him, and assigned his role. Whereas, in the Near 

East, the role was filled by a particular king, the biblical notion 

would be that "the representative function which the term image 

implies is not exercised by a particular person, the king for 

example, but by a man who is, according to a particularly happy 

expression, the 'vizier'." Man, as an image of God, is God's vice-

regent upon the earth--"king of the earth," if you will!
