It is clear that Jesus was training men to carry on his
ministry after his death
Mark 9:9-11, 31-33; Luke 9:44, 45; 18:31-34.

There can be no success without successors

After Jesus’ death and resurrection, he reminded them
of their ministry

He met with them often, Acts 1:2, 3

He reminded them of their ministry

Acts 1:7-8; Luke 24:44-49

He taught them to be going

Matthew 28:16-20

Authority
This is different than responsibility
Example, Old west sheriff told to “clean up” Dodge
You can’t shootdwr arrest anybo
Example: Churchill in Ww1
Executive power

Christés disciples have the authority
message

Command:
Goé
It is to be understood as a command
Get moving, get going, move out

Counters the attitude of John 20:19, 26




Counterscont emporary thinking: “Anyone
in”

There is nothing wrong with inviting lost friends to church.
This command is not that kind of thing.

It is to take this message to unreached segments of this
planet.

It is a command to go after people in the name of Christ.
Go where?

To all the ethnics, all the people-groups

Make disciples

Not just win them to Christ and forget them

Grow them into fully committed followers of Jesus Christ . That is a lot
harder job. The book of Acts teaches us that establishing churches was
part of that understanding

Baptizing
It is atriune, a trinitarian formula.

An initiating symbol, a sign of belonging, an outward sign of an inward
act

It does not save, but refusal to be baptized shows either ignorance or
disobedience in a basic matter of follower-ship.

Failure or refusal shows an unwillingness to be associated with
the triune God.

Teaching

To know and obey all the commands of the Savior
